1. Attaching pipe legs to top panel Put a nut and a pipe leg to the top plate on the inner side and outer side, respectively. Lightly tighten four pieces of bolt S (with washer)

temporarily by hand. Attach the other pipe leg to the other side of the top plate in the same manner.

2. Attaching floor pipe  Put the floor pipe to the pipe leg that has been mounted to the top plate, and then tighten the bolts L (two pieces for each side; four pieces in total)
