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@Safety Instruction

Olnstall WOOD CABINET on a level surface per this manual. Check the level again after placing an aquarium
on it. For your safety, make sure that the aquarium is level once installed.

(OPlacing GARDEN MAT at the bottom of CUBE GARDEN is recommended for safety reasons as it absorbs
vibration and avoids slippage of the tank.

(OMake sure that the surface between the WOOD CABINET and the aquarium is free of any foreign material
such as sand and gravel. Trapping a foreign material can cause an aquarium to crack.

(OBe careful not to squeeze your hand or finger in the door or hinge. Keep out of reach of children.

OWipe off any water dropped on, or inside of the WOOD CABINET promptly, using a dry towel. To remove dirt,
use a dry or damp towel. Do not use any detergent to clean the WOOD CABINET since it may cause the
paint to come off.

@Installation method

(OBe sure to place WOOD CABINET on a flat floor surface. It cannot Fig.1:Adjustment of flatness
be installed on a carpet or a Tatami mat, even when a wood board is
placed underneath.

(OMake sure that WOOD CABINET is installed flat without any tilt by
pushing at four corners of the upper plate.

(OCheck the flatness using a level after installing the WOOD CABINET
and placing the tank. Also, check the flatness after filling the tank
with water.

Olf the WOOD CABINET is tilted or not flat, adjust the flatness by
inserting 5cm square wooden shim plates between the floor surface
and the WOOD CABINET. Have a number of thin shim plates avail-
able to make fine adjustments by using multiple shim plates (Fig. 1).
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Wooden plate cut in 5cm square
@Door (hinge) adjustment

(OWhen the WOOD CABINET is moved or the
door is removed/replaced, the door some-
times becomes leaned or misplaced. In
such cases, adjust the screws of the hinge
using screw drivers as in below.

(DFront-to-rear adjustment
Loosen the depth adjustment screw. Move
the door backward and forward to position it
to the proper depth and re-tighten the screw.
(@Side-to-side adjustment
Turning the side-to-side adjustment screw
clockwise moves the door closer to the
edge of the frame of the stand. Turning it
counterclockwise moves the door away
from the edge of the frame. This is done
without loosening the depth adjustment
screw and the vertical alignment screw.
(®Up-to-down adjustment:
Loosen the vertical alignment screw. Move
the door up and down to position it to the
proper height and retighten the screw.

(ODoor of the WOOD CABINET can be easily removed and replaced
by a fingertip operation. To remove the door, push up the lock lever
on the hinge, and take out from the mounting plate (Fig. 2). To
replace the door, push the hinge part onto the mounting plate as if to {
cover it until you hear the clicking sound. Hinge can be placed from N
any direction (Fig. 3).
